   After years of providing ser-

vices in a cramped, 1200 sq. ft. 

rented office space in Sentry 

Business Park, New Hope 

Clinic is getting ready to 

stretch its legs at its new 

home in Boiling Spring Lakes.  

On November 6, New Hope 

Clinic celebrated the highly 

anticipated groundbreaking for 

the larger facility to be con-

structed next to the South-

port-Oak Island Food Pantry 

on W. Boiling Spring Road in 

Boiling Spring Lakes.   

   Over 100 volunteers, sup-

porters and community mem-

bers gathered on the cleared 

lot to witness the first shovel-

fuls of ground being 

moved and to share in 

a delicious volunteer 

appreciation BBQ 

lunch. 

   With continuous 

growth since forming 

in 1998, and the num-

ber of patient visits 

tripling over the last 

three years, the need 

for the project couldnõt be 

missed.   All areas will be 

expanded at the new 3900 sq. 

ft. clinic including increasing 

the number of medical exam 

rooms from two to four, den-

tal exam rooms from one to 

two, and pharmacy space 

from a 4õx8õ closet to 

a 12õx16õ 

room.   

   Construc-

tion is being 

overseen by 

GRA Con-

struction, 

Inc. and is 

expected to 

be com-

pleted in six 

to seven months.  The clinic 

will relocate to the new facility 

as soon as it is ready for occu-

pancy.  Contributions are be-

ing accepted to help finance 

the building and the future 

operations of the clinic.  There 

are also options available for 

sponsoring individual rooms.

Lynn Kuhn, Prescrip-

tion Assistance Program Coor-

dinator, and Pam Johnson, 

Pharmacy Technician, work to 

provide expensive medications 

that patients could not afford 

on their own and are not avail-

able in the clinic pharmacy. 

   Lynn researches each re-

quest for medication, com-

pletes the applications required 

by each pharmaceutical com-

pany, and contacts patients for 

required documentation, signa-

tures and to notify them when 

medications are received.  

Lynn also handles any admin-

istrative problems that may 

occur between the clinic and 

the pharmaceutical companies. 

   Pam brings her expertise as a 

Pharmacy Technician to the 

clinic to oversee the appropri-

ate identification, labeling, 

storage, etc. for each of the 

medications that are provided 

to patients.  She is responsible 

for coordinating with one of 

the Clinic Pharmacists to re-

solve any medical issues prior 

to the patient receiving the 

medication and making certain 

that a Clinic Pharmacist has 

checked all of the medical in-

formation related to the pa-
